The WSWG has developed the capability of cloaking email addresses so that our leadership can
be contacted via email without revealing the recipient's address to the sender. This capability can
be selectively turned on or off depending on whether or not an individual gives permission to
allow email communications to originate from the Congregation's web site. Emails generated
from the web server rather than an individual’s computer provide an extra layer of security for
the recipient.
